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I. The Nature of Kingdom Humility. 
 

A. Kingdom Humility is desperate because you see your need.  (30) 
 

 
B. Kingdom Humility is desperate because you see Jesus is the only

C. Kingdom Humility is desperate because you defy the obstacles.  (31)   

 
 

II. Obstacles to Kingdom Humility.  
 
A. Skepticism hinders Kingdom Humility through a commitment to 

comfort.  (30a) 
 

 
B. Skepticism hinders Kingdom Humility through a fear of looking 

foolish.  (31) 
 
 

C. Skepticism hinders Kingdom Humility through a failure to see Jesus.  
(30a) 

 
 

D. Skepticism hinders Kingdom Humility through clinging to worldly 
greatness.  (33) 

 
 

III. The Result of Kingdom Humility.   
 

A. Kingdom Humility moves Jesus to compassion. (34) 
 
 
B. Kingdom Humility frees us to follow Jesus. (34) 
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1. Read Matthew 20:29-34 again.  Compare and contrast this text 

with Matthew 18:21-35, 19:13-15, 19:27-30 and 20:20-28.   
Discuss how this short narrative fits into the flow of Matthew’s 
Gospel account. 

 
 
2. Matthew specifically mentions Jesus was leaving Jericho (29) and 

we know from chapter 21 that He was on His way to Jerusalem 
and the cross.  Discuss the importance of this act of healing at this 
point in Jesus’ ministry in light of the big picture of what He’s 
doing.  How does this scene connect the reader forward as well as 
back? 

 
 
3. Pastor Steve mentioned a theme of blindness that runs through 

Matthew.  Read the following passages and discuss what we learn 
about the blind person, Jesus and the nature of Grace in each 
instance. 
Matt 9:27-31-   Matt 15:1-20- 
Matt 11:1-6-    Matt 15:29-31- 
Matt 12:22-24-   Matt 21:14-27- 
 

 
4. Why does Jesus ask these men to tell Him what they want? (v. 32) 

Is Jesus unaware of what they want?  What’s significant about the 
way they respond? 

 
 
5. Reflecting on the whole passage (vv. 29-34), how do these blind 

men see Jesus' identity more clearly than the disciples?  What do 
the blind see and understand about Jesus?  What are the 
disciples still missing based on this passage and chapters 18-20? 
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1. What was the most encouraging or challenging thing about 
our message/text this week?  What was new?  
 
 

2. If you had the opportunity to ask Jesus one question, what 
would it be?  If you had the opportunity to be asked one 
question by Jesus, what would it be?  Why would those be 
your questions? 
 
 
 

3. Why do we need to be desperate for Jesus in seeking 
Kingdom Humility?  Discuss positive and negative 
connotations of the word “desperate.”  How does being 
desperate for Jesus yourself change the way you see 
yourself, others and even God Himself? 
 
 
 

4. Talk about which obstacles hinder Kingdom Humility in your 
life the most? Is it a commitment to comfort (30a), a fear of 
looking foolish (31), a failure to see Jesus (30a), or clinging to 
worldly greatness?  (30a)  
 
 
 

5. What hope does the Gospel provide you to confront your 
obstacles and change?  In other words, as you recognize 
your own obstacles to Kingdom Humility, how can you 
change according to this passage?
