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1. Read all of Proverbs 4. This chapter divides into three main
sections. What are they and what is the main exhortation in
each?

2. When Solomon exhorts his son to take hold of and guard
wisdom (vs 10-13), what does that say about us? Why do
we need this exhortation?

3. Inyour own words, what obstacles can hinder our progress
in wisdom according to this passage? (vs 13-19)

4. Read vs 20-27 again carefully. What is the relationship
between wisdom, our hearts, and our behavior? To say it
differently, do we need to behave properly to prepare our
hearts so we can receive wisdom, OR do we need to guard
our hearts, so we can receive wisdom that will change our
behavior? (or do you think it's a different combination?)
Explain your choice.

5. Relate Ezekiel 36:26 and Col 2:1-5 to Proverbs 4:10-27.
What light do these shed on Jesus’ relationship to the “Heart
of Wisdom™?
