Dozens of  people in the congregation have 
been mobilized to take on various areas 
of  the Building on the Legacy Campaign, 
which will come to a climax April 29. So, 
what is this campaign all about!

Building on the 
Legacy is not all 
about money.

the Gospel of  Jesus Christ to the Central 
Coast and beyond, and every dollar raised 
will be used to that end.

The brick and mortar buildings, where 
the teaching, preaching, discipleship, and 
evangelism take place, are essential tools 
for ministry.
